A motion was made by Gil Bell and seconded by Hal Bomzer approving the minutes of the October 18, 2007, meeting.

Activity reports were as follows:

Bowling – Nothing to report.    

Wrestling -   Diane Maglione said her son did receive a flyer at school but no one has contacted her from the high school yet.  Charlie Ferrara will be running the program again for the high school.  He gave Tom Essig 14 registrations, which are 30 less than last year.  Charlie thinks that there may have been a problem with kids bringing home the forms.
