Mr. Rosen stated the Planning Board recommended a new ordinance to the Commissioners in November 2010 to modify the Master Plan.  The Board has not seen this new Ordinance.  Mr. Mac Neill will check into where the Ordinance is.

Mr Rosen brought to the attention of the Board a Mayor's Notice stating that in 2012 any money the town has in escrow from COAH the State will take back if not spent.  We have approximately $125 - $130K.  Mr. Rosen questioned if there is anything we can spend it on.  The monies can be used for administration, rehab or handicapped to adapt a house for a disability.  Mr. Rosen is unsure if the money can be used for public buildings.   Mr. Rosen will check with Ken Ochab.  The Administrator is Barbara DeLuca.  Mr. Rosen believes a COAH hearing is in October.  

Mr. Rosen announced one more piece of business.  54 Mt. Vernon Street, Ashraf Shaker, Luigi's.  It is in a C1H district and is not conforming.  It currently has two uses, one residential and one commercial.  Application is to make a one family house into a three family.  They have four parking spaces.  Lot coverage is 99%.  Seeking a variance for front yard, side yard, and parking.  This case is currently in court.  It was discovered it is an illegal two-family.  There are currently fines on the property.  It is in court for an illegal apartment and building fines.  It is on the tax map as a one family with a restaurant.  It is non-conforming with the zoning map.  The application is for two apartments on the first floor and one apartment on the second floor with an attic.  The Board of Adjustment may hear this case this month.  Mr. Garofalow motions to deny from the Planning Board.  Mr. Rosen will write a letter to the Zoning Board of Adjustment.  A member of the Planning Board will attend the meeting of the Zoning Board when this case is heard.
