October 21, 2021
President Diane Maglione called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m., it having been duly noted that this meeting is being held in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act N.J.S.A. 10:4-6 et seq., notice of which was published in The Record and sent to the Star Ledger as well as posted on the Village bulletin board.  Roll call was taken.  Commission members present:  Diane Maglione, Gil Bell, Melinda Lugo, Melina Pope, Mike Ruiz, Bella Wagner. Excused:  Howie Jacobs, Hal Bomzer, Jimmy Coloma, Scott Garris, Mercedes Haines, Kaitlyn Maglione.    
The minutes of the September 21, 2021, meeting were approved on a motion made by Melinda Lugo and seconded by 
 Mike Ruiz.  All were in favor of the motion.
Correspondence: 
· Permit came in for use of civic center for ping pong program.
Bowling – No activity at this time.
Women’s Softball – No activity at this time.
4th of July – No activity at this time.  They are scheduled to meet on Monday, October 25 at 7:30 p.m. 
Rag-A-Muffin – Parade is scheduled for Saturday, October 30, 2021, with a rain date of Sunday, October 31 at 1:30 p.m.
Parties for Peanuts will be providing: DJ, magician and 2 popcorn carts. Forms were distributed in the schools and posted online.  Trophies are in. Candy is ready.  A notice was sent to the high school to request community service students.  An email was sent to the DPW and Police Dept. requesting their assistance.  Members should meet at 9:00 a.m. on October 30 to help with set up.  Rain date is October 31 at 1:30 p.m.  Breakfast will be provided for all the workers.
Wish Tree – No activity at this time. 
Tree Lighting – Mercedes Haines could not be present for the meeting but sent her report as follows:  
She has confirmed date with Howell and got characters for that night.  We have the carolers again this year. She will make sure that there are enough mics so that they can be heard. Barbara secured Boulevard for the sound system. Don Ingwerson will provide the bicycle for the raffle. Santa said he will make an appearance again this year. Santa will reach out to Fire Truck #1 to see if they are available. Mayor and Commissioners will be notified of date. She will buy three $50.00 prizes for 4th, 3rd and 2nd place.  Memos will be sent to the PD.   All available members are needed at the tree lighting.  Members will meet at 5:15 p.m.  Tree lighting begins at 5:30 p.m.  DPW will be told risers are not needed this year as the schools will not be performing so all children can enjoy the lighting.  The Dickens carolers will handle the songs.  Robert Bannon will be asked if he would like to sing a song at the tree lighting.
Holiday Display Contest – The prizes were ordered for this year. There will be an additional prize this year – Citizens’ Choice Award.  There will be 10 ornaments available for honorable mention prizes. The contest will take place on December 17 this year.  Registrations must be received by December 15 so addresses can be posted on the internet for those who want to participate in judging for the Citizens’ Choice Award.  Participants will be told to leave their lights on the nights of December 17, 18 & 19, so residents have the opportunity to judge for the new prize.  Results must by received by the Board by Monday, December 20.  Winners will be announced on Tuesday, December 21.  Prizes will be delivered to the winners.
Adult Trips/Activities – Flyers for the March 10, 2022, Devil’s game went out. The cost is $67 per ticket in the lower bowl of the arena along with the chance for everyone to meet on the ice after the game to take a shot from the blue line.  Order deadline is February 17, 2022.
Basketball –   Registration has been very light this year.  Reminders were sent out.  Evaluations will be held at Lincoln School on Monday, 11/1 3/4 & 5/6 boys 6:30 p.m. – 7:30 p.m. and Wednesday 11/3 All girls 6:30 p.m. – 7:15 p.m.; 7/8 Boys 7:15 p.m. – 8:30 p.m. Certification class is scheduled for Wednesday, December 8 @ 6:00 p.m. at Lincoln School library.  All available members are needed at 6:00 p.m.  
Saturday Night Hoops – Registration forms went out.  The program is open to boys and girls this year.  Tryouts will be held on November 15.
Girls’ 5/6 Travel Basketball Team –   The team was selected and $150 was collected from the girls. The team is just finishing their season.  Coach Al Ramirez took the girls to watch an FDU game.  The coach was very nice to the girls and offered to have her team do a free clinic for the travel team girls as part of their community service.  
Al asked if it was ok to schedule a clinic at Lincoln School on October 27 since he still has the gym.  He would also like to open it to all girls in RP & LF, not just his team.  The Board told him to go ahead and schedule the clinic.  He will need a signed permission slip from each participant.  Since there are no costs involved to the Board, no fees can be charged.

He has another tournament coming up but not quite enough funds from the registration fees.  The Board told him to register for the tournament and the Board would pick up the difference.  Next year, the girls would like to get real uniforms to play in.  The Board told Al to get information on the uniforms before any order is made.  The Board is very pleased with this program.  They follow all rules and always ask permission before doing anything.
Tennis – The program will start up again next spring.  
T2S Basketball – The program is continuing under Larry Umana and Nate Lopez.  
Easter Egg Hunt – No activity at this time.
Archery Clinic – The fall session started September 18.  Participants have really improved this session.  Gil Bell needs a few pieces of equipment such as a repair kit.  Targets are working out well.  The long range should be available soon.  A gate will keep it locked and participants will only get the combination after they receive a card that they are certified to use the longer range.  Once certified, it is good for life unless the Board feels it needs to take away the certification.  The combination will be changed annually. They will be working on switching over to USA Archery but Gil and Melina will keep current with NASP in case the school ever wants to come to the range.  They are talking about getting a few more advanced bows for some who need it.  Melina Pope said it is working out better with more instructors because instructors are able to take a week off now.  Archery coaches can attend the December 8 certification clinic sponsored by the Board.  They will be sent instructions for the clinic.
Archery will be cancelled on October 30 and take place on October 31 so kids can go to the Rag-A-Muffin parade.  Gil and Melina have some Halloween fun scheduled for the kids on October 31.
Ping Pong – The program plans to start up again on November 20 at the civic center.  It will run in 8-week sessions that cost $105 per session. The program will be for grades 1 and up.  Session I – 11/20, 12/4, 12/11, 12/18, 1/8, 1/15, 1/22, 1/29 (No sessions due to holiday - 11/17, 12/25, 1/1). Session II – 2/5, 2/12, 2/19, 2/26, 3/5, 3/12, 3/19, 3/26 
The Board asked Sue Chak about purchasing a table.  The Board will purchase a used table from Sue for $250.00 and ask her about paddles and balls as well.  If the program takes off and another table is needed, the Board will look into purchasing a new table.  Daina Scheideler will be advised that her youth program can use the table but she will need to supply their own paddles and balls. 
Treasurer’s Report – The ending balance was $20,579.06.  Deposits of $995.00 were made as well as interest paid in the amount of $0.92.  There were expenses paid in the amount of $1,894.00 leaving an ending balance of $19,680.98.  The new treasurer will give more detailed reports when he takes over.  Checks for registration fees will be deposited until the transfer can take place.  A motion was made by Gil Bell and seconded by Bella Wagner to accept the Treasurer’s Report.  All were in favor of the motion.

Old Business:

All members are reminded to view the video “Protecting Children from Abuse for Employees and Volunteers” and "Building a Safe Workplace: Anti-Harassment and Discrimination" if they have not done so yet.  Videos must be viewed and certificates of completion submitted by November 1.  All coaches will also have to view the video and send in their certificates.
New Business: 
Street Fair – Commissioner Olson reserved a table for the Board of Recreation at the Street Fair.  Members will not be available until after the Rag-A-Muffin parade is over.  A sign and some flyers will be left at the table advising everyone that Board members are working at the Rag-A-Muffin parade.
The next meeting is scheduled for Thursday, November 18, 2021.  
The meeting was adjourned at 8:05 p.m. on a motion made by Mike Ruiz and seconded by Gil Bell.  All were in favor of the motion.
