Correspondence/Notes/Comments: 
· Email dated 6/6/23 from ZB Re:  Application for 245 Main RP, LLC to convert the existing commercial building at 245 Main Street to a 21-unit residential multiple dwelling. Hearing scheduled for 7/20/23.  Comments due 7/10/23.
The HPC had a copy of the project plans for members to review and had the following comments:

1. ZB should not hear an application until it has come before the HPC.
2. Need a landscaping plan to fully review the application.
3. The exterior of the building should remain as it is now.  Brick should not be covered over.
4. Need information on changes to the windows, i.e., type of materials, size, colors, finish, etc.
· Wahizza Pizza, (213 Main Street) – the bilco doors have been painted over with no application before the HPC.  The HPC will write to the BOC that before any other murals are installed, the HPC and the Arts committee are involved in the approval process.  The HPC feels it's important that guidelines and procedures are established to ensure our town maintains control of this process moving forward.
· Enlarging the historic district – Arthur Street to Route 80 should be part of the historic district.  Ken Ochab will be contacted to ask about this.
Open matters with Building Dept.:

· Trust LLC (165 Main Street) – a new business has installed unapproved signage.
· Main Street Chemist (213 Main Street) – installed signage without approval.
· Wahizza Pizza (213 Main Street) – mural installed on bilco doors with no approval.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:35 p.m. on a motion made by John Antola and seconded by Gerard Garofalow.  All were in favor of this motion.
