Light blue is Pantone 292c; side wall has a graphic in same colors; existing black granite wall accent to remain, to be cleaned and polished as required; existing brick to remain, power washed and repointed as required; existing canopy to remain and painted as required; existing windows to remain, black film to block them as required, to be installed. There is also a graphic of a dot of water on the wall. Complete details listed on plans.
